The exhibition provides a topical and informative insight into socially engaged art. It brings together videos, websites, props and printed materials to document seven projects in which artists have placed their creative energies at the service of strong social convictions. The artists use their personal democratic rights to fight for a society that protects the rights of all. The exhibition introduces visitors to meaningful campaigns and processes, inviting them to reflect on the role and function of art and the artist in society, and to become active themselves. The best celebration of the constitution of 1814 is for people to use the freedom of expression and other basic rights it grants them. The exhibition is a collaboration between the National Museum and TrAP, as part of the celebrations marking the bicentennial of Norway’s constitution.
